e NB: If smoke develops in the central staircase of the Fin-
kenau new building, smoke curtains will be activated
and will prevent access to the staircase. In this case, use the escape routes via a rearward staircase or, if required,
via the library or the recording studio, which is always accessible via a door buzzer.

Escape routes and doors must be kept accessible without obstacles and clear of fire load at all times.

The fire alarms on the Armgartstral3e premises and in the Finkenau new building consist of an acoustic alarm
signal. The alarm in the Finkenau old building additionally features an automated announcement.

If you discover a fire, call the Hamburg fire department immediately on 112. If an alarm has not been triggered
automatically, you must additionally sound a manual alarm

FIRST AID

e Everyone is required to give first aid in an emergency.
The least you should do is to telephone for emergency medical aid (112).

e There are first aid rooms in the buildings listed in Table 1.
All these rooms can also be used for breastfeeding and baby changing.

Defibrillatoren / AED

There are defibrillators (AEDs) on campus to e used if someone suffers a cardiac arrest. Their locations are listed in
Table 1. The defibrillators can be used by anyone, even those with non-medical backgrounds, as they have voice in-
structions.

Important:
if someone suffers a cardiac arrest, start performing CPR (cardiopulmonary resuscitation) immediately, whether you

have a defibrillator on the scene or not.

PROTECTION FOR PREGNANT WOMEN AND NURSING MOTHERS

The German Maternity Protection Act (Mutterschutzgesetz) covers all employees and students of HAW Hamburg
who are pregnant or breastfeeding. Its purpose is to protect women's and infants’ health while enabling women to
continue working or studying as appropriate.
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Itis in your own best interests to report your pregnancy or your need to breastfeed your baby as early on as possible.
Students can do this at the relevant Faculty Service Office (Fakultdtsservicebdiro, FSB) and employees should go to
HR (Personalservice, PS).

1.Keep calm

2.Make yourself and others as safe as possible

- Get into a room and stay there/stay in the room you are in
- Lock/barricade the doors

- Protect yourself (lie down flat on the floor or hide)

- Keep away from doors and windows

3.Get help
- Call the police on 110

4 Wait for instructions
- Do not trust or obey instructions from anyone except representatives of the emergency services.
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
