In Europe, there is no single organisation or 
institution that coordinates efforts regarding 
teaching and research in Sustainability Science 
on the continent in an integrated manner. 
However, much can be gained by pooling the 
extensive expertise and resources currently 
available to European universities, as a way  
to raise their profiles as well as highlight their 
respective activities and scientific achieve-
ments.

To this end, FTZ NK established in 2018, to- 
gether with initial partners, the 'European 
School of Sustainability Science and Research' 
(ESSSR). 
   
The network currently encompasses 70 universities 
from across Europe and offers them a platform via 
which to refine the contribution of Sustainability 
Science and Research to the realisation of the SDGs. 
 
The network brings together sustainability-focused 
universities looking to jointly:
–	 Launch new initiatives
–	 Develop and implement research projects 
–	 Offer opportunities for 'Open Access' learning  
	 online  

The aim is to demonstrate how Sustainability Science 
can contribute to the realisation of the SDGs.

Further, ESSSR is making an important contribution to 
the education of the next generation of Sustainability 
scientists by offering online events and joint PhD pro-
grammes, while also connecting European researchers 
with peers in other parts of the world (North–South / 
South–South collaborations).

  

Through its activities, ESSSR helps strengthen inter-
disciplinary research on sustainability issues and 
paves the way for postdoc positions and fellowships 
for its members. 

In 2021, ESSSR established the European Union–
Latin America Science and Technology 
Network (EULASNET). This initiative links European 
and Latin American universities on the joint prepa-
ration and submission of high-quality projects. This 
is because, despite the long history of cooperation 
between Europe and Latin America, there are still  
a lack of specific initiatives that can serve as a catalyst 
for the development and implementation of high- 
level Science and Technology projects.

The German–Brazilian Science and Technology 
Network (GERBRAS-SCIENCENET), also launched 
by ESSSR in 2021, is specifically designed to promote 
cooperation with Brazil, Germany's largest trading 
partner in Latin America.

With the establishment of the Green Office of  
HAW Hamburg, FTZ NK is committed to this, the 
topic of sustainability in all its facets at and within 
HAW Hamburg, and supports the many existing 
projects and ideas in circulation with regards to 
their successful implementation.  
The initiative is intended to help fulfil one core goal  
of the institutional mission: 'Sustainable solutions  
to the social challenges of today and tomorrow'.
Students and staff are encouraged to get involved  
and propose additional initiatives from a bottom- 
up perspective.

As part of the Hamburg Open Online Univer-
sity, learning materials are being developed 
for healthcare professionals in order to provide 
better information about the consequences 
of climate change on the physical and mental 
health of the population.

BIO-PLASTIC SUSTAIN
 

 

In this short project, a consortium was  
formed to plan sustainable approaches to  
the production and disposal of novel, 
 bio-based and biodegradable plastics.

 
 
 
Plastics, or synthetic materials in general, are versatile 
in being used frequently and at modest cost. The bill  
is paid later by the environment, since the impact  
on nature is not included in the cost of manufacturing 
them. Bio-based and biodegradable plastics have a  
much better ecobalance here, as their impact on 
nature is significantly lower. However, the production 
and, in particular, the correct disposal of these items 
is problematic. Due to the variety of different materials 
involved, the end user often loses track of which ones 
go in which waste bin. BIO-PLASTIC SUSTAIN addres-
ses this topic, having amassed different concepts as 
part of a European consortium – ones that will be com-
pared and elaborated on within the Horizon Europe 
application.

The project investigates how immersive and 
multi-user-enabled technology can be used 
to encourage people to act in a more climate-
friendly way by bringing climate change and 
its impending future scenarios to life.

 
 
 

Knowledge alone is rarely followed by a change in 
behaviour – this is also true of climate protection. The 
majority of the German population are aware of the 
climate crisis, but still take insufficient action. Can the 
immersive experience of a climatically changing reality 
move people to do more? To find out, climate change 
becomes reality for users in a playful way using the 
city of Hamburg as an example. Within the framework 
of a virtual knowledge space, people meet on the 
basis of the experience and thus create a platform 
for strengthening the discourse between the public, 
science and climate-protection actors. 

 

DRONES SUSTAIN 
 

 

This short project dealt with the possibilities  
of establishing drones as sustainable, automated 
landscape-monitoring tools. In a European con-
sortium, the basic principles and risks associated 
with such drone use were determined. 

Monitoring large areas of land, such as the Wadden 
Sea zone of the North Sea, but also coastal regions, 
forest areas and similar is hardly sustainable due to 
the necessary personnel and the expensive aerial-sur-
veillance technology involved. Within the framework 
of this project, information was collected from all over 
Europe on the framework conditions and concepts of 
how the technology of drones can help remedy this 
situation. 

The results were sent to the European Commission  
as part of a Horizon Europe call.

In areas with insufficient capacity to detect and  
monitor local disease incidence, such as sub-Saharan 
Africa, infectious ones often spread unnoticed. 

ESIDA's focus, based on a growing digital infrastructure 
in the region, is to combine knowledge, methods and 
information sources drawn from different research 
disciplines to explore and develop new approaches to 
data-driven health information and surveillance sys-
tems for the early detection of incidences of infection. 

The goal is to design an electronic system that streng-
thens epidemiological surveillance of incidences  
of infection in Tanzania. Local stakeholders involved  
in public health and health policy-related decision-
making will be notified during the early stages of  
an infection's outbreak and thus be empowered to act.  
In the future, the ESIDA system will be extended to 
other member states of the East African Community

SIDS still face numerous challenges to sustainable 
development and livelihoods for both their current 
populations and future generations. As one of the 
fastest-growing sectors in the world, tourism has 
become one of the most important economic drivers 
for many SIDS in recent years. However, tourism is 
associated with various risks to fragile ecosystems. 
In addition, due to their size and geographic loca-
tion, SIDS often face vulnerabilities that limit their 
competitiveness in the tourism industry. Given these 
challenges, well-articulated policies, regulations and 
standards are needed in the tourism sector. This is 
where policymakers have a key role to play in promo-
ting the transition to sustainable tourism.

HAW Hamburg led the project, which included 14 part- 
ners from academia and industry as well as urban 
stakeholders. 

Within the framework of 7 test projects, the collabo-
rators experimented with innovative approaches to 
inner-city areas and explored the transfer potentials 
of the presented e-mobility solutions in discourse with 
participating partner cities. The pilot activities focused 
on urban logistics (DK, FIN), e-bikes for commuters  
(PL) and as second-car substitutes for families (FIN),  
e-buses (DE, ES), e-scooters to promote social inclu-
sion/accessibility regarding public facilities (LV) and 
e-ferries in urban transport systems (DE, PL, NO).

The 
project's was based on the premise that the networking 
of stakeholders or triple helix actors (from public admi-
nistration and politics, from business and from science) 
in regional innovation systems is essential for creative 
and formative entrepreneurial processes in the context 
of smart specialisation. It also supports the develop-
ment and implementation of related Smart Specialisati-
on Strategies in participating regions. 

In a comparative process, the unique selling points of 
the individual regions were determined, regional  
actors and resources mobilised, and weaknesses in 
the regional network identified through analysis of 
related gaps. By combining this regional overview with 
a subsequent transnational comparison of all participa-
ting regions, examples of good practice were identified 
and considered, and factors leading to the success or 
failure of innovation strategies and actors' networking 
determined.
